
 
 In our sanctuary, my assigned “place” in worship is the 
large chair behind the pulpit on the left side. From there, I look 
across the whole congregation and see all sorts of goings on in 
the back rows and around the entrances. (Sometimes you are a 
very entertaining bunch, by the way – the wife who elbows her 
husband or the child who raises a hand to ask a question.) It is 
a place where I have the privilege of seeing a great deal, 
including private moments of tears or sadness.. or sleepiness. 
However, when it is time to stand together and join our voices 
in song, I choose to face the direction that you face – and I turn 
toward the front of the church and fix my eyes on the cross. 
 In Psalm 27, we read that in worship we are to go to the 
temple and “gaze upon the beauty of the Lord” which, for me, 
is represented by the wooden cross at the front of our church.   
The result, for me, is an awareness of who we are. “ Christ,  

——————July & August 2010——————   who is your life, hangs before you, so that you can gaze upon  
             the cross as if in a mirror… If you look upon him, you will be 
able to see the greatness of your dignity and worth… Nowhere else can we better recognize our own value, than 
by looking into the mirror of the cross” (Saint Anthony of Padua)   
 Sometimes, as Saint Anthony says, I do feel the redemption of His love as I stand there. But for the last 
several months, I have been distracted by a small, folded over, dusty, piece of tape that was left there from 
November. (I think it was on Christ the King Sunday when I taped a gold crown up there.) The crown is gone, 
but an irritating bit of the tape remains. It can’t be seen from the pews, only from the very front altar. You 
would think that once I saw it, I would remove it. No. I forget. Every Sunday I see it – and every Sunday as we 
sing, I make a mental note to take it down. And then I forget.  
 The first Sunday of June, we sang the hymn and (surprise) the tape was there still and I internally kicked 
myself for yet another week of forgetting. This time though, I thought about how as a Pastor, I do stand 
(figuratively) in places where only I can see the blemishes. All leaders share this dilemma whether you are a 
project manager or a parent, you see things that need improvement that others can’t see. And because we stand 
in those places, we are the only ones who can point out the corrections. 
 That Tuesday, I mentioned at Bible study that this darn tape has been a problem for me. We shared 
about how the tape was a distraction, like sin. Or how it was a realization of ones self. One participant 
commented, “You know, I was taking up the offering and saw that tape too! I wanted to remember to get it and 
I forgot, too!”  So the tape spoke to all of us in some way.. The next day she came into the office and handed me 
the tape! We could finally be free from it! 
 The nature of growing as a Christian (and as a Church) is that inevitably, we will sometimes see the 
glorious cross and other times see the annoying “tape” on the wall. Thankfully, we don’t all have to stay in our 
assigned seats and we can call on each other to help us see the value of all God calls us to be. Annoying tape or 
smudges on the walls of life will be with us as long as we are alive.  But that is not where we stop. We keep 
looking to the cross in order to see who we really are.  As we tend to our souls, we pray that, in the end, some 
day, all that will be seen is the glory of the Lord.
